The third game is for the more
independent/older players who do not require Buddy
help anymore.

Each player is paired with a volunteer or Buddy to
give them as much or as little assistance they
require for the entire game. The Buddy is there to
protect the player from balls, assist the player in
batting and running the bases (if needed), and to be
a friend on and off the field.
